ScotAsh marks fourth accident-free year with £1,000 donation to CHAS 

ScotAsh, Scotland’s leading green construction products manufacturer, marked an impressive four-year safety milestone by donating £1,000 to the Children’s Hospice Association Scotland (CHAS).

The company, a ScottishPower-Lafarge Cement joint venture based at Longannet Power Station, Kincardine-on-Forth, achieved four years without a Lost Time Accident at the end of November. And for the second year in a row, workers voted to mark the milestone by giving cash to CHAS. 

CHAS runs Scotland’s two children’s hospices, Rachel House in Kinross and Robin House in Balloch, both of which offer respite care for families from all over Scotland who have children suffering from life threatening illnesses.

Professional staff, including nurses and physiotherapists, supported by volunteers, offer round-the-clock care for seriously ill children for short stays., giving parents and other family members a much-needed rest. Before Rachel House was opened in 1996, there was no children’s hospice in Scotland. The charity also runs the Rachel House at Home service which supports children and their families in their own homes in the Highlands.

Volunteer fund-raiser Garson Gillies, who accepted the cheque on behalf of CHAS, said: “Congratulations to the team at ScotAsh on their excellent safety achievement – and a heartfelt thanks from all of us at CHAS for this generous donation.

“It costs the charity almost £5 million each year to run Rachel House, Robin House and the Rachel House at Home service and most of that money comes from donations. The £1,000 cheque from ScotAsh will be put to good use helping very sick children and their families from across Scotland.”

ScotAsh Managing Director Peter Quinn said: “Safety is very important to us at ScotAsh and we all wanted to mark our fourth Lost Time Accident free year with another donation to CHAS. The charity does a tremendous job supporting kids and parents facing the most difficult of circumstances.”
