ScotAsh delivers 20,000th tonne of grout to new rail link

Dunfermline and West Fife MP Willie Rennie visited ScotAsh this week as the sustainable building products firm despatched the 20,000th tonne of grout it has supplied for the new Stirling to Alloa rail link.

The company, based at Longannet Power Station, produces environmentally friendly cements, grouts and stabilisation products based on Pulverised Fuel Ash from ScottishPower’s coal-fired power stations. 

Overseeing the latest consignment to leave the plant, the MP said: “It is good to see a local company supplying local projects – it supports the local economy and benefits the environment by cutting down on transport.” 

He added: “I am impressed with the innovation shown by ScotAsh in processing a by-product into high quality construction materials. These products save natural aggregates, avoid sending ash to landfill and save significant quantities of carbon dioxide. We must spread the message about the value of these locally manufactured products.”

ScotAsh, a joint venture between ScottishPower and Lafarge Cement, is leading the industry in re-engineering ash to manufacture high-grade cements, concrete enhancers and products that can stabilise contaminated land and wastes. It has supplied several major infrastructure projects recently, including a new pier on the Knoydart Peninsula and various windfarms across Scotland.

Managing Director Peter Quinn said: “We appreciated the opportunity to show our MP how we transform basic ash into quality products. Last year we sold 545,000 tonnes of products mostly in central Scotland, although we continued to export a specialist grout to the oil industry in the Middle East, Europe and Central America.”

Earlier this month ScotAsh was awarded a Big Tick in Business in the Community’s UK Awards for Excellence 2006 for “Innovation in Sustainable Construction Products”.

The Big Tick is awarded to companies that are able to demonstrate a high standard of excellence in the way they organise and integrate responsible business practices, and can show a positive impact on society and on the business.

ScotAsh has also been named as one of five British companies to be shortlisted as a National Example of Excellence in Business in the Community’s EDF Environmental Award.
